-Read individual letters by saying the sounds for them
-Blend sounds into words so that they can read short words made up of known letter-sound correspondences
-Read some letter groups that each represent one sounds and say sound for them
-Read a few common exception words matched to the school’s phonic programme
-Read simple phrases and sentences made of words within known letter-sound correspondence and, where necessary a few exception words
-Re-read these books to build up their confidence in word reading, their fluency and their understanding and enjoyment
-Form lower-case and capital letters correctly
-Spell words by identifying the sounds and then writing the sound with letter/s
-Write short sentences with words with known letter-sound correspondences using a capital letter full stop
-Re-read what they have written to check that it makes sense

-Learn new vocabulary
-Listen to and talk about stories to build familiarity and understanding
-Retell the story, once they have developed a deep familiarity with the text, some as exact repetition and some in their own words
-Use new vocabulary in different contexts
-Listen carefully to rhymes and songs, paying attention to how they sounds
-Learn rhymes, poems and songs
-Engage in non-fiction books
-Listen to and talk about selected non-fiction to develop a deep familiarity with new knowledge and vocabulary
-Understand how to listen carefully and why listening is important
-Us new vocabulary throughout the day
-Ask questions to find out more and to check they understand what has been said tot hem
-Articulate their ideas in well-formed sentences
-Connect one idea or action to another using a range of connectives
-Describe events in some detail
-Use talk to help work out problems and organise thinking and activate and to explain how things work and why they might happen

-Revise and refine the fundamental movement skills they have already acquired: rolling, crawling, walking, jumping, running, hopping, skipping, climbing
-Progress to a more fluent style of moving, with developing control and grace
-Develop overall body strength, co-ordination, balance and agility needed to engage successfully with future physical education sessions and other
physical disciplines including dance, gymnastics, sport and swimming
-Develop their small motor skills so that they can use a range of tools competently, safely and confidently. Suggested tools: pencils for drawing and writing,
paintbrushes, scissors, knives, forks and spoons
-Use their core muscle strength to achieve a good posture when sitting at a table or sitting on the floor
-Combine different movements with ease and fluency
-Confidently and safely use a range of large and small apparatus indoors and outside, alone and in a group
Develop overall body-strength, balance, co-ordination and agility
-Further develop and refine a range of ball skills including: throwing, catching, kicking, passing, batting and aiming
-Develop confidence, competence, precision and accuracy when engaging in activities that involve a ball
